As a result of investigating https://orcid.org/0000-0003-4787-4824
the status of support for speech therapy in schools, 9 out of a total of 76 people were

found to be “conducting” it. Lastly, as a result of investigating the advantages of having a

speech therapist in schools, ‘quick feedback and consultation with school teachers and

parents’ and “quick selection of students with language-related difficulties” accounted for a

relatively high proportion.

Conclusions : It is expected that changes in the support for language therapy in schools
can be made based on this research as this study presents the necessity and ways to
improve support in schools through various surveys related to the support for language

therapy in schools.
